SYSTEM folder for the timestamped programming file and advanced system files.
TMP folder to save the playback history files self generated by the player.

The supported audio stream
format is the MP3 standard (MPEG layer 3). The address of the web radio (URL) must be a MP3 stream path

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Up to 10 web radios can be configured in the settings called “Presets”, numbered from 1 to 10.

A web radio preset is composed of a name (an arbitrary name for the web radio preset) and an URL (the
MP3 address or M3U address of the web radio stream)

. Operating of the Monitoring of the Web Radios

The availability of a web radio depends of external parameters such as the network reliability and the
streaming quality. For this reason, the web radio function is associated to a monitoring function that allows a
continuity of playback even if the web radio is no more available. The web radio playback starts when the
stability of the audio stream is sufficient and according to the web radio settings. The player switches to a
safety mode when:
* The web radio is not available:
Symptom

¢ The connection is disconnected.
¢ The network infrastructure is down.
* The web radio server is stopped or unavailable.

Safety process

» A music folder is played as long as the web radio does not have recovered its stability
for a fixed period.
*  The memory cache is empty (Underrun):
Symptom
» The clock of the web radio server is slower than the clock of the player. The memory
cache will be abnormally empty after a certain operating time, which cause an error
called “Underrun”.

Safety process

» If the option to pause the playback in case of cache underrun is:
1. Disabled (by default): a music folder is played as long as the web radio does not
have recovered its stability for a fixed period.
2. Enabled: playback of the web radio is paused during the necessary time to fill the
predefined minimum cache level.

* The empty cache is overloaded (Overrun):
Symptom
* The clock of the web radio server is faster than the clock of the player. The memory

cache will be abnormally overloaded after a certain operating time, which cause an

error called “Overrun”.
» The server of the web radio does a forced filling of the memory cache when connecting

the player to the server of the web radio (Burst).

Safety process

» |f the option to skip a part of the cache in case of overrun is:
1. Disabled (by default): The various memory caches of the player will try to absorb
the over-stream, for an audio broadcast as clear as possible.

+ If several dates require the exact same set of actions, then the calendar refers to the same day
template for these dates.

A day template contains all the events to be scheduled in a day, for every minute, from 00:00 till 23:59.
These events describe one or more commands (actions) to be executed, and when these actions have to be
executed (precise time).

With the Scheduler feature of the My Music Player and My Music Player LE:

* A Scheduler can contain up to 255 different day templates.

* Within a day template, a different event can be scheduled for each minute.

* An event takes place precisely upon minute change.

* An event can execute up to 32 commands.

* The commands of an event are executed one after another.

* The commands that follow a SPOT folder command will be executed when the SPOT folder is
entirely played.

* An event can be executed with priority if required:
o Priority: The playback is stopped immediately in order to execute the commands of event.

* An P address: is a unique address used to identify the player within the network. An IP address is
always given with four numbered groups, separated by dots, for example: 192.168.100.10. Once
the player is connected using DHCP, this address will periodically change (explaining the word
“dynamic”). Nevertheless, if the player is configured with a static IP address, the IP address will
never change.

* A network mask: indicates to the player the size of the network to which it is being connected. It is
formatted the same way as the IP address but usually looks like 255.255.255.0.

* Agateway: is the IP address of the device that the player looks for an access to the Internet, usually
the router’s IP address.

* DNS server: is the IP address of the DNS (Domain Name Service) server. DNS is what the player
uses to resolve the access to the IP addresses with the domain names. It allows to the player to
access to the FTP, NTP and Webradio servers directly with their domain names. For example
https://www.wikipedia.org refers to the IP address 208.80.154.224 (IP address of the
Wikipedia website on the Internet). DNS is used and that is not necessary to record the IP
addresses. Domain names (like wikipedia.org) are much easier to use. It is needed at least one
DNS server address but it is possible to setup up to two addresses in case one server is unavailable.

To manually configure a wired connection without an access to the web server of the player, please refer to
Front Panel User Interface (page 73) then open a web browser and try to access to the web server of the

. Identify the player on the network

To access to the embedded web and FTP servers of the player, it is necessary to identify the network
address of the player on the Ethernet network. Several methods are available to addressing the player,
depending to the nature of the network:
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With the default NetBIOS name of the player:

Through the NetBIOS service of the Ethernet network, by default, the player responds to a factory
name. The factory name is composed to the characters string mmp- (or MMP-) and the hexadecimal
serial number of the player (e.g. mmp-8b0a or MMP-B04F). Use of uppercase or lowercase does not
matter. To find the hexadecimal serial number of the player, check the sticker below the case of the

Depending to the settings of network, this address can be fixe (a IP address is manually attributed to
the player and does not evolve in the time) or dynamically affected by a DHCP server (the IP
address is attributed by the DHCP and can change at any time).

used. Use of uppercase or lowercase does not matter.

. Accessing the Player with Internet

When the Ethernet parameters are properly setup, the network functionalities of the player are easy to reach
from the local area network (LAN), but some embedded functions, like the web server or the FTP server,
required additional settings in order to make them accessible from the Internet worldwide network. The
player availability on the network as well as the Internet accessibility depend on the network infrastructure
within which the player is installed. If more information on the network setup are required, then contact the
local network administrator or the IPS (Internet Service Provider).

Several network configurations are possible in order to provide an access to the web server and the FTP
server over the Internet worldwide network. Because all the setups possibilities can not be developed, please
find below two usual examples:

1.

Use a secure network with a VPN solution (recommended setup):

Use a third-party VPN solution to access to the player over Internet in the same way as on the local
network. This method is highly recommended because it offers a secure network access by using
tunneling protocols and encryption techniques while maintaining the ease of use of a local area
network (LAN). To obtain the better security solution as possible we suggest to install a point-to-point
VPN, as illustrated in the following example.

2. Use a non-secure network with the NAT/PAT configuration of the local Internet router:

For a basic access to the player over Internet without security cares, most Internet routers allow to
create a gateway between the local area network and the Internet network. In order to do this, it is
necessary to add translation rules in the NAT/PAT (Network Address Translation / Port Address
Translation) configuration of the local router.

For a player, two translation rules will be established:

1. For the web server from the player IP address on the port 80 to the Internet router address on
the free port number (port 80 recommended).

2. For the FTP server from the player IP address on the port 21 to the Internet router address on
the free port number (port 21 recommended).

To obtain the Internet address of the router, then contact the local network administrator or the IPS
(Internet Service Provider).

On the Internet router, the settings can be done as follow:

1. Log In to the administration service of the router.

2. Inthe NAT/PAT settings, add a new translation rule for each the service which is necessary
to render accessible over Internet. For each rule, select the TCP protocol and the player
identifier on the network (its IP or its NetBIOS name).

= Select the HTTP (Web server) as Application (Service) setting.
= Select the port 80 as Source (Internal) setting.
= Select the a free port (port 80 recommended) as Target (External) setting.
o For the FTP Server rule:
= Select the FTP as Application (Service) setting.
= Select the port 21 as Source (Internal) setting.
= Select the a free port (port 21 recommended) as Target (External) setting.
3. Save and apply the new translation rules.
4. In the “firewall” settings, ensure that the ports chosen port are not filtered.
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Note: The player only support IPv4 network, that mean that the modem, the bridge or the router
which allows to be connected to the Internet network need to provide a NAT/PAT function. The
player web server use the port 80 and the player FTP server use the port 21.

. Ethernet Network Glossary

Wired connection: a wired connection is when a device is physically connected to a router or Ethernet port
with a cable. This is the most common method of connecting to the Internet and local network for desktop
computers.

Ethernet port: an Ethernet port is what an Ethernet cable is plugged into when a wired connection is used.

Router: a router is a specially designed device that, using its software and hardware, routes information
from the Internet to a network. It is also sometimes called a gateway.

IP (Internet Protocol) address: a IP address is a unique number assigned to a player so that the router
can identify the player on the network. It is like a phone number for the player. Having this unique address
allows the router to speak to the player, and therefore send/receive data.

MAC Address: a MAC address a fixed hardware address for the player. Known this information is
sometimes important when using a cable modem connection. To find the mac address of the player. Please
refer to V

DHCP (Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol): the DHCP is a way for the player to automatically be
configured to access the network and/or Internet connection. DHCP is usually automatically configured on a
router. This is usually the quickest and easiest way of establishing a connection to the Internet. If it is not
sure that the router is setup to use DHCP, it may be necessary to contact the IPS’s (Internet Service
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Provider) customer service line to check. If the router isn’t configured to use DHCP then they will also be
able to give configuration settings needed in order to get online. If the player is connected to an office LAN
(Local Area Network), contact the network administrator.

VPN (Virtual Private Network): a VPN extends a private network across a public network, such as the
Internet. It enables users to send and receive data across shared or public networks as if their computing
devices were directly connected to the private network. Applications running across the VPN may therefore
benefit from the functionality, security, and management of the private network.

NAT/PAT (Network Address Translation / Port Address Translation): The majority of NAT/PAT map
multiple private hosts to one publicly exposed IP address.

Firewall: a firewall is a network security system that monitors and controls the incoming and outgoing
network traffic based on predetermined security rules.

FTP (File Transfer Protocol): is a standard network protocol used to transfer computer files between a
client and server on a computer network.

Samba: allows file and print sharing between computers running Microsoft Windows and computers
running Unix.

NetBIOS (Network Basic Input/Output System): is a service which provides a corresponding between a
NetBIOS name and a IP address for each device in the network.

9.6. Setting the Clock of the Player

. Introduction

When the Scheduler function of the player is required, the player uses its embedded clock to start
programmed actions at the wished date and time. The accuracy of the player's clock system is essential to
ensure a precise trigger of programmed actions.

* The start and the end of the daylight saving time are automatically handled through the management
of the legal time zones defined for each country.

Note: Except for time zone rules which have changed since 2012, all the global time zone rules are
supported.

* Abuilt-in clock, called RTC (Real Time Clock), allows that the date and time of the player are always
kept up-to-date, whether the player is powered or not, thanks to a built-in battery.

» The Network Time Protocol (NTP) function maintains a highest accuracy of the clock with using the
Ethernet network in order to synchronize the system clock and the RTC with external NTP servers.
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Important: My Music Player only, if the player is not connected to the Ethernet network, or if the automatic
update of the time system thanks to the network (NTP) is not possible while the player is connected to the

clock accuracy.

. Setting the Date and the Time

9.10. Updating the Firmware

. Introduction

This chapter explains how to perform the update of the internal firmware of the player whatever is the
previously installed version of your player. Read this chapter entirely before performing your update. The
firmware update adds new features, improves existing functions within the build-in firmware. To have the best
experience with the ID-AL player, it is strongly recommended to update the firmware.

. Select a way of procedure

The procedure to update the firmware depends on two parameters:

1. The firmware version of the player.
2. The settings must be keep or be reset.

Depending on the answers, it can be necessary to install a “Bootloader” software before the installation of
the new firmware and the selection of the right extension name of the firmware file.

9.11. Settings of the Parameters with “system.ini” File

. Introduction

Regardless of the player configuration with the front panel user interface or the web server, the player can be
configured using a configuration file. This makes possible to use any function of updating content, as
explained into the chapter Management of the Main Storage Device Content (page 39), to configure the
player when the player is not accessible physically or with the web server. This makes also possible to
deploy a large number of devices with a USB flash drive and a copy script.

. Principe

During startup, the player applies the instructions of the system. ini configuration file copied into the folder
SYSTEM of the Main Media. When the setup is finish, the player deletes this file.

The configuration file is a text file (raw text, without formatting) named system. ini that can be created with
any simple text editor like the Notepad from Windows, or similar. This file must be saved with the ANSI
encoding. And did not include any special characters. Only the 7-bit ASCII character set is allowed. This
means that special characters that are not part of the following character list are not allowed. Also, some
characters not allowed by the Microsoft conventions for file and folder names are excluded.

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settings of the player. The other internal settings of the players will not be affected.

The principle is to manage the content of the Main Media with a Script file (script.txt) and the new
content to add. The Script file describes which files and folders will be created, deleted or renamed on the
Main Media, and which files and folders will be added from the new content to the Main Media. The Script file
can also provides to the player some information like the date, the name, the version of the update.

There are 3 ways to create a script:

Uncompressed data The Script file and the new content are directly copied at the root of storage device
or on the FTP server.

Zipped The Script file and the new content are stored in a compressed ZIP file before to be
copied at the root of storage device or on the FTP server.

Zipped + Password  The Script file and the new content are stored in a compressed ZIP file and
protected by a password before to be copied at the root of storage device or on the
FTP server. The password is defined into Zip script file password field of

The script file is a text file (raw text, without formatting) named script.txt that can be created with any
simple text editor like the Notepad from Windows, or similar. This file must be saved with the ANSI encoding.
And did not include any special characters. Only the 7-bit ASCII character set is allowed. This means that
special characters that are not part of the following character list are not allowed. Also, some characters not
allowed by the Microsoft conventions for file and folder names are excluded.

Its input protocol allows to
receive orders to: play available audio sources (Main Media content, web radio, auxiliary input, etc.), stop or
resume the playback, modify the main volume or update the Main Media content with FTP.

F.lIll. Reception Protocol

The reception protocol uses of a 4-byte frame that designates a command to be executed by the player. A
command is composed of 3 distinct and consecutive sections: the code of the command, the parameter
value of the command, and the option value of the command.

The first byte of the frame (Command Code) is the type of the command.

2. The second and third bytes of the frame (Parameter) are the value of a parameter required to
execute the command.

3. The fourth byte of the frame (Option) is the value of a complementary parameter required to execute

the command. The available values of the option depend on the selected command.

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Appendix G. System Clock Calibration

G.l. Introduction

The accuracy of the clock system of the player is a sine qua non requirement for the respect of a timetable.
As accurate as the system clock of the player, a slight drift may occur over the time.

In order to remedy to this potential drift, an automatic update system time with the network, called NTP
(Network Time Protocol) has to be done. With the regular consulting of a time-setting network service
(identical to a computer or a mobile phone), this mechanism ensures that the player's clock will always be at
the right date and time, whatever the drift of the system clock.

Sometimes, the connection to the Ethernet network is not possible and only the player's system clock will be
therefore used with a drift induced by a long period functioning without a human intervention to correct the
time.

Since the 1698 version of the player's firmware, a correction mechanism called “NTP calibration” has been
added to ensure a higher accuracy of the build in clock when the player is not connected to the Ethernet
network. This chapter explains how to perform this calibration prior to the setting up of installing the player.
When is it necessary to make the calibration?

When the Scheduler is used and the player is not connected to the Ethernet network, or when the automatic
update of the time by the network (NTP) is not possible while the player is connected to the network.

When the calibration is necessary?
Prior the first setting up of the player and on each new update of the firmware.
What is required to perform the calibration?
* Aninstalled player's firmware version below or higher than the version 1698.
« Apreliminary connection to the Ethernet network in order to have access to the automatic update
time service by the network (NTP).

How long time does it take to calibrate the player?

The more the calibration time is long, the more the calibration is accurate. The calibration should last at least
4 hours but is optimal after 48 hours.

G.Il. Performing the NTP Calibration

1. Connect the player to the Ethernet network.

2. Make sure the network settings are configured correctly according to the local network setting
(DHCP or static IP), in order to be sure that the update service of the clock by the network (NTP) is
accessible.

3. Enable the network update clock service (NTP). Two ways are possible:
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Method Process

“Advanced” menu ADMINISTRATOR — DATE/TIME — NTP MODE — set the NTP to ON.

Click on save at the bottom of the page.

Web browser software  Administrator page — setthe NTP synchronization — to ON —

4. Let the player switched on and get connected to the network for a period between 4 and 48 hours.
During this period the player will operate the calibration of the system clock with regularly comparing
the system clock with the NTP time network.

The more the calibration time is long, the more the calibration is accurate. In order to be effective,
the calibration must last at least 4 hours.

5. Once the calibration duration time is done, please turn off the player. The calibration of the clock is
now recorded within the built-in memory of the player. An Ethernet connection is no longer
necessary.
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
